Please adjust A/C or heat for your comfort and let us know if a building needs supplies 
or cleaning.  Your help in keeping park rents down by turning off A/C & lights will be

Do Unto Others #1 Rule!  5 mph please!  Our roads are also 

walkways and are used by people, pets and kiddos in addition to vehicles! 
Speeds over 5 mph are dangerous and also cause dust and more noise than 
we realize.  Please be considerate AND safe and stick to 5 mph!  Tell your 
visitors guests too!  

 

Save your neighborõs nose and help us too!  The EPA requires us to have all RVs 

connect to our septic system with a 90 degree bayonet coupler sewer connection (similar to 
one shown here). These devices positively seal sewer gas and are easy to connect.  If you do 
not have one, we have some at the office or you can pick one up at various RV service centers 
or supply houses.
